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PREFACE

Planning your high school program is a task which should be given important consideration. The courses you select and the academic preparation you obtain will affect your career opportunities and ability to compete in the 21st Century.  Careers and jobs are constantly changing, requiring job candidates and job holders to constantly adapt to those job requirements as well.

English 9
(grade 9 required)  1 credit 1 semester
The students will study literature and language by utilizing a variety of processes.  Thematic units, grammar, process writing, research basics, and oral communication will serve as cornerstones for this freshman course.

English 10
(grade 10 required)  1 credit 1 semester
Students will examine a variety of literary devices, rhetorical theory, and figurative language through an in-depth analysis of various literature.  Writing, reading, critical thinking, collaborating, and oral communication are essential elements of this class.

Composition
(11-12)  1 credit 1 semester
Students will have the opportunity to develop and improve their writing and communication skills through a variety of activities.  The first term will focus on narrative and descriptive writing, while the second term will focus on academic writing, culminating in a formal research paper.  

American Literature
(11-12)  1 credit 1 semester
Literature from various regions in America, as well as from various time periods, will be analyzed.  The study of the novel, short story, drama, and poetry will provide a diverse range of literature for individual reading, discussion, projects, and essay writing.  

World Literature
(11-12)  1 credit 1 semester
This class would be enjoyable for students who like to read.  This beginning class is devoted to a thematic exploration of literature from across the world.  We will read literature spanning from ancient times to present day, examining the importance of each piece of literature as an historical artifact, as well as looking at its significance in modern times.  A large part of the class will be devoted to the discussion of topics, character and theme presented in the literature.

Topics in Literature
(grade 11)  1 credit 1 semester  (Teacher’s signature required for this course)
A love of reading is necessary for this class. Students will read a variety of contemporary and classic novels while discussing (small and large group) the issues and themes embedded in the work.   Essays, quizzes, exams, group work, projects, and in-class discussions will be used for evaluation.  The last quarter of the semester is largely devoted to two independent projects.

Topics in Writing
(grade 12)  1 credit 1 semester
This articulated WITC (Applied Communication) course focuses on effective listening, speaking, reading, and writing in life and at work.  Students demonstrate their skills both individually and in groups.  Students also produce such employment documents as a cover letter, a resume, and a preliminary job portfolio while increasing their writing, communication and vocabulary skills.  There is a focus on both oral and written communication.  Mock interviews and job search information will end the semester.



Advanced Placement Language & Composition
(grade 11-12)  1 credit 1 semester  (Teacher’s signature required for this course)
Students enrolled in AP Composition will study language usage in a wide variety of nonfiction prose.  This college-level, writing intensive course prepares students for post secondary education and the national advanced placement exam.  Students who pass this exam may receive three or more college credits in English.  Students will compose a variety of essays and papers, study the history of English and evaluate students’ writing.  Must have a 3.0 GPA or above in English 9 & 10.

Advanced Placement Literature
(grade 12)  1 credit 1 semester  (Teacher’s signature required for this course)
Students will read a diverse selection of literature spanning from Elizabethan England to the American twentieth century.  As a group, we will examine the importance of each piece of literature as historical artifact while also considering the modern relevance of each piece as well.   Ultimately, the AP Literature course has been designed to enhance each student’s ability to think critically and write persuasively and insightfully about the selected readings, while additionally providing students with the opportunity to earn college credit.  Must have a 3.0 GPA or above in English 9 & 10.

Algebra
 (grade 9 required)  1 credit 1 semester
Everyone loves Algebra!  This course is the first adventure into higher mathematics.  We will learn the fundamental concepts of Linear, Exponential, and Quadratic equations, graphs, and tables.  Use of graphing calculators will be a common part of lessons.  In Algebra we build the base for future math classes.  Enjoy!!!

Introduction to Geometry
(grade 10)  1 credit 1 semester  (Teacher’s signature required for this course)
This is a Tech School prep course.  This course is a sampling of the more critical topics in Geometry.  The course is designed to go over topics in much greater detail.  With that in mind, not all topics of Geometry will be covered here.  If a student is thinking about this course they should have a thoughtful discussion with their most recent math teacher and their parent or guardian.  This class will not count toward a four year university’s math requirement.  Prerequisite: Algebra 

Geometry
(grade 10)  1 credit 1 semester  (Teacher’s signature required for this course)
This is a college prep course.  Working with diagrams and pictures and geometry tools, students DISCOVER relationships that exist in various shapes and solids.  Topics include inductive and deductive reasoning, pythagorean theorem, areas of polygons, volume of polyhedrons, constructions, circles, similar and congruent triangles, special quadrilaterals, trigonometry, and geometric proofs.  Prerequisite: Algebra

Introduction to Algebra II
(11-12) 1 credit 1 semester  (Teacher’s signature required for this course)
This is a Tech School prep course.  This course follows Intro to Geometry. or Geometry.  Once again, this course is a sampling of the more critical topics of Algebra II.  With that in mind, not all topics of Algebra II will be covered here.  If a student is thinking about this course, they should have a thoughtful discussion about it with their most recent math teacher and a parent or guardian.  This class will not count toward a four year university’s math requirement.  Prerequisite:  Algebra and Geometry or Intro to Geometry.  

Algebra II
(10-12) 1 credit 1 semester  (Teacher’s signature required for this course)
This is a college prep course.  This course is double the fun of Algebra !!  Algebra II follows, or can be taken concurrently with Geometry.  If you wish to take Calculus your senior year, it would be a good idea to take Algebra II with Geometry.  Many topics will be familiar to you and will simply be taken to the next level.  Linear systems, Function work, and Exponentials will be studied in greater detail.  Conic sections, logarithms, and trigonometry will be newer topics to savor.  Prerequisites: Algebra









Tech Math
(grade 12)  1 credit 1 semester  (Teacher’s signature required for this course)
This is Tech School prep course.  This class will review and apply various concepts learned in previous math courses to real life/hands-on problems.  Some of the topics covered will be:  area, volume, circumference, measuring, right triangles, scale drawings, surveying, formulas, equations, and probability and statistics.  Prerequisites: Algebra and Geometry or Intro to Geometry.

Pre-Calculus
(grade 11-12)  1 credit 1 semester (Teacher’s signature required for this course)
This is a college prep course.  The units for this course include:  Patterns in Variation, Families of Function, Conics, Trig Identities, and other pre-calculus concepts.  Students will be prepared to take Calculus after completing this course.  A graphic calculator will be used in this course.  Prerequisites:  Algebra and Geometry or Algebra II

Calculus
(grade 12)  1 credit 1 semester (Teacher’s signature required for this course)
This is a college prep course.  Calculus will introduce and develop the many functions, identities, inverses, and hyperbolic functions used in college mathematics.  A graphing calculator will be used in this course.  Prerequisites:  Pre-Calculus

Biology
(grade 9 required)   1 credit 1 semester
General Biology is a required introductory science course for all incoming freshmen.  The goal of this course is to identify and provide the student with a general understanding of the fundamental characteristics of life.  This will be accomplished through the use of an instructional unit focused on each characteristic of life.  Once we have developed a basic understanding of the characteristic essential to life, we will begin our survey of the (6) kingdoms of biology.  Where our focus will be on the identification and comparison of how the diversity of life forms on Earth and carry out these fundamental processes.  

The Human Body
(10-12)  1 credit 1 semester
This course is a comprehensive study in Human Anatomy and Physiology.  This course will provide the student with an opportunity for extensive lab work in the area of histology, and there will also be a variety of activities associated with each body system, including the dissection of a fetal pig.  This course is highly recommended for the students looking at careers in the health, medical, or veterinary science fields.  

Physical Science
(10-12)  1 credit 1 semester
This course aims to give an appreciation and understanding of chemistry and physics through practical hands-on activities.  Studies will include:  energy & motion, waves, light & sound, electricity & energy resources, and the nature and interactions of matter.   Students who are good in math AND science and are college bound, should NOT take this course, but should take chemistry instead!                        				(scientific calculator recommended)

Chemistry
(10-12)  1 credit 1 semester
This course has become a necessary part of college and tech prep students’ curriculum.  It is a challenging course that gives the student a background needed to deal critically with the rapidly changing world of chemistry.  Areas to be studied include:  describing matter, chemical reactions & equations, the “mole” relationships, the behavior & properties of gases, atoms, elements, the periodic table, acids & bases, and organic compounds.  Students struggling in math OR science should take Physical Science before taking Chemistry.  Prerequisite: Algebra and Biology. (Scientific calculator required)

Physics
(11-12)  1 credit 1 semester
A study of matter and energy involving the careful analysis of motion force, work, energy, sound, light, electricity, and magnetism.  Although a strong math background is necessary, this class aims to make the concepts easier to understand by applying them in numerous lab situations.  College prep course.  Prerequisite:  Algebra and Geometry (Scientific calculator required)







Advanced Biology
(11-12)  1 credit 1 semester  (Teacher’s signature required for this course)
This Advanced Biology course is designed for students who have successfully completed General Biology.  In addition to these prerequisites, all students must receive instructor’s consent before taking this course.  The aim of this class is to provide students with the conceptual framework, factual knowledge, and analytical skills necessary to deal critically with the rapidly changing science of biology.  This course will differ significantly from the usual high school course in biology with respect the kind of laboratory work done by the students and the time and effort required by the student.  This course will consist of an in depth study of the following major themes: molecules & cells, heredity & evolution, survey of living organisms, and an independent research project.  In each of these areas, the student will learn using a variety of educational approaches such as: lectures, discussions, lab activities, experiments, research, independent study, and cooperative learning activities.  This course is strongly recommended for anyone pursuing a future in a biological related field.  A detailed course outline is available from the instructor upon request.  

Earth & Environmental Science
(10-12)  1 credit 1 semester
Environmental Science is a semester long study of the interrelationships between organisms and their physical surroundings (living and nonliving) focusingon the effects man has within the worldwide ecosystem. This course provides students with knowledge to evaluate choices that can reduce the negative impact man has made on the environment. The knowledge acquired in this course will be applied in a variety of learning scenarios, where students will be asked to compare the potential price of progress to the (intentional or unintentional)impact of these decisions on the natural world. The course emphasizes the development of scientific principles, which allow students to identify and analyze environmental problems and their associated risks. Finally, students willbe expected to examine their own relationship to the natural world, looking for solutions that can resolve/prevent ecological problems through the use of critical and creative thinking skills.

AP Chemistry
(11-12)  1 credit 1 semester  (Teacher’s signature required for this course)
A review and continuation of General Chemistry with an emphasis on lab work.  This course will provide the student with very challenging college level material to get a feel for a college level science course.  The main emphasis will be on equilibrium, thermodynamics, electrochemistry, and acids & bases.  Students will be given the option at the end of the class to take the AP Chemistry exam.  Students must have successfully completed general chemistry with a “B” or better before attempting.  













Science Technology & Society
(11-12)  1 credit 1 semester
Richard Paul has stated, “It is essential that we learn to think critically in environments in which a variety of competing ideas are taken seriously.”  As citizens of the 21st Century, each day we confront a complex, diverse, and ever evolving world.  And therefore, it is a world that demands much of us.  It demands we approach its complexities as sound, critical thinkers; it demands we consider it’s diversity as strong perspective takers; and ultimately it demands we recognize its ever-evolving nature with our own commitment to evolution; the evolution of our thinking.  The aim of this course is to prepare you for the intellectual demands of this world.  And to do so, it is our belief that the traditional barriers that have existed in your education prior to this moment – the way in which we have divided past from present, present from future, science from literature, philosophy from history, etc – be dissolved.  The focus of this course will not be about the search for prepackaged answers, but rather to encourage inquiry, research, discovery, perspective taking, problem solving, and conversation.  The challenge will be less about shaping you in terms of what you should think, and be more about the vastness of how one might think.

U.S. History
(grade 9 required)  1 credit 1 semester
A student centered project based comparison of major themes in America’s past and present.  Emphasis is placed on immigration culture, Civil Rights, 20th Century conflicts (domestic and international), decades of 20th Century and America in a futuristic world.

World History
(grade 10)  1 credit 1 semester
An exploration of the history of the world from the first civilization in the east to current issues that are affecting our word today.

Government 
(grade 12 required)  ½ credit 1 semester 
Students will develop an awareness of the basic concepts of our nation’s political system.

Economics
(grade 12 required) opposite of Government  ½ credit 1 semester
Students learn an outlay of economic survival skills in their daily life.  Covers stock market, banking, supply demand, insurance, taxes, home and automobile buying.

Psychology
(grade 12 required) opposite of Government ½ credit 1 semester 
A study of human mind and individual differences and behavior.  An insight into why we behave as we do and who we are.  College prep course.

Sociology
(grade 11 or 12)  ½ credit 1 semester 
Sociology is the study of society.  In order to understand society we must be able to see the world through the eyes of others.  By using this sociological imagination, you can understand the world around you.  Sociology involves asking questions and solving problems.  It focuses on looking at people and their ways of life as well as studying social trends, cultural changes, human development, social institutions, and collective behavior.  Studying sociology also means looking at why things are where they are and at the relationships between humans and the world around them.  

Geography
(grade 11 or 12)  ½ credit 1 semester 
When you think of the word geography, what comes to mind?  Perhaps you simple picture memorizing names of countries, capitals, desert, mountains, oceans, and rivers.   These things are important, but the study of geography includes much more.  It focuses on looking at people and their ways of life as well as studying physical features.  Studying geography also means looking at why things are where they are and at the relationships between human and physical features of earth.  IN short, geography helps us understand the processes that have created a world that is home to more than 6 billion people and countless billions of other creatures.

INTRODUCTION TO ART
(9-12) 1 credit 1 semester
There is an ever increasing need in the business world for employees who can solve problems creatively, think divergently and analyze finished projects.  Introduction to art provides these skills in a core program of drawing, painting, and sculpture.  In addition, class participants will understand that art is a part of everyone’s life and they will explore ways in which it will enhance their own lives.   Students are also expected to participate in class critiques of finished projects and continue to build on their art vocabulary.  Art history will be explored as it pertains to assignments, along with art careers.  After completing this course, students may continue in art with ether 2 Dimensional of 3 Dimensional Art.  Students have a $20 lab fee. (Includes sketchbook and consumable materials) is charged for this class.

2 DIMENSIONAL ART
(10-12)  1 credit 1 semester 
Students will explore the two dimensional aspects of art in a variety of media including oil pastel, pen and ink, colored pencils, charcoal, acrylic painting, watercolor painting, batik, silk painting, silk screening, and linoleum printing.  The subject matter will range from realistic still life to surrealist and abstract art.  Art history, art vocabulary, and critiquing will continue to be a part of this course.  Prerequisite: Introduction to Art.  Students have a $20 lab fee (Includes sketchbook and consumable materials) is charged for this class.

3 DIMENSIONAL ART
(10-12) 1 credit 1 semester
Students will explore the three dimensional aspects of art in a variety of media including plaster, cardboard, found objects, weaving, metals, jewelry, and clay.  Art history, art vocabulary, and critiquing will continue to be a part of this course.  Prerequisite: Introduction to Art.  Students have a $20 lab fee (Includes sketchbook and consumable materials) is charged for this class.

ADVANCED ART
(11-12) 1 credit 1 semester  (Instructor’s signature required)
This class is for the student who is ready to explore art at a more independent and advanced level.  Students will be able to expand their knowledge of all of the materials and subject matter previously available as well as explore new ideas.  After filling out individual contracts, each student will work on their own projects.  They share information through formal and informal critiques.  Students are required to participate in an art show and create a working portfolio of their own artwork.  Prerequisite:  Introduction to Art, 2 Dimensional, and 3 Dimensional Art.  ***Also, the student must have earned a “B” or better in previous art courses, or by approval from the instructor.  Students have a $20 lab fee (Includes sketchbook and consumable materials) is charged for this class.

ART HISTORY/ART APPRECIATION
(10-12) 1 credit 1 semester
This class is for the student who wants to learn about and appreciate artwork and art history.  The student engages in research on artists whose work appeals to them.  The students will select works of art for an imaginary personal collection and will justify the selection of each piece bed not only on their personal aesthetics, but also on the historical importance of each artist and art work.  This art course has writing and presentation components so that students’ production skills are enhanced by the knowledge of art history, an ability to analyze art, and an enhanced sense of aesthetics.

Spanish I
(9-12) 1 credit 1 semester
This course introduces students to both the Spanish Language and Hispanic culture and allows students to develop their skills in the areas of reading, writing, listening, and speaking the Spanish Language.  

Spanish II
(10-12) 1 credit 1 semester (Teacher’s signature required for this course)
This course begins with a review of the essential points studied in Spanish I.  As the semester progresses, students will continue to build their vocabulary and further develop their language skills.  An increased emphasis will be place on speaking at this level.  Must have earned a “C” or higher in both terms of Spanish I.  (Including a “C” average or higher on quizzes and “C” or higher on finals.)  

Spanish III
(10-12)  1 credit 1 semester (Teacher’s signature required for this course.)
This class I designed to help students further develop their skills in the Spanish language, with heavy emphasis placed on speaking, writing, and “real life” applications.  Student will also continue to explore and experience various aspects of Hispanic culture.  A firm grasp or the vocabulary and grammar discussed in Spanish I and II are highly recommended as a prerequisite for this class.   Must have earned a “C” or higher in both terms of Spanish 1 and II.  (Including a “C average or higher on quizzes and a “C” or higher on finals.)  

Spanish IV
(10-12)  1 credit 1 semester (Teacher’s signature required for this course.)
Students will continue to develop their skills and vocabulary in the Spanish language.  There will be a strong emphasis on perfecting pronunciation and speaking skills through the use of role playing, skits, songs, presentations, and discussions.  Students will also pursue an in-depth study of the literature, art, and intricacies of the Spanish culture.  A firm grasp of the vocabulary and grammar discussed in Spanish I, II, and III is highly recommended as a prerequisite for this class.  Must have earned  “C” or better in Spanish I, II, and III.  (Including a “C” average or higher on quizzes and a “C” or higher on finals.)  

















Music Courses

From Bach to Beetles!
(11-12)  1 credit 1 semester
Students will gain an open appreciation of music and the arts .  They will also understand how music was developed through the ages and where it will be headed.  Students will be presented with materials that will show how music can enhance their learning in an outside of the classroom.

Music Appreciation
(11-12)  1 credit 1 semester
This course is designed to give the non-performing student experience and exposure to music, art, drama, and dance.  Designed for post secondary students as a preparation for the Graduation humanities required.  This course will offered every other year.  

Marching / Concert Band
(9-12)  1 credit 1 year
This yearlong course is designed to give every student an equal opportunity of self-expression through the medium of instrumental music.  The group will be instructed in a background of theoretical facts such as a basic rhythms, sales in major, minor, chromatic and the most common musical modes, interpretation, phrasing, intonation, simple chord construction, notation, fingering, and positions, breathing and embouchure techniques.  The course also helps develop healthful playing habits, broaden the student’s cultural awareness, and provide an emotional outlet for the student.  It will also introduce the vocational possibilities of music, teach self-discipline, fair play, and leadership.  Students must be enrolled in Band to participate in solo/ensemble.  Although band is a yearlong class, some exceptions are made to accommodate scheduling problems.  At least one year of band us strongly recommended prior to high school band.   

Concert Choir
(9-12)  1 credit 1 year
This yearlong course emphasizes developing the vocal mechanism functioning as a ensemble and strengthening students’ appreciation for the arts and music.  A variety of musical styles will be covered.  Opportunities exist for solos and ensemble work.  Active participation, attendance at lessons, and attendance at occasional performances outside the regular school hours are required.  Moderate to difficult literature will be studied.  Students must be enrolled in Concert Choir to participate in solo/ensemble or to sing in a co-curricular ensemble such as the Chamber Singers of St. Croix.  Although a yearlong class, some exceptions are made to accommodate scheduling problems.  New students to the Vocal Music Department and incoming 8th graders, will be required to audition for concert choir.  

Instrumental Methods
(9-12)  1 credit 1 semester
Students will have the opportunity to learn how to play instruments typically associated with band (flute, clarinet, trumpet, trombone, an percussion) in a non-performance based setting.  Fundamentals of music theory such as note and rhythm reading will be introduced.  The non-performance emphasis will allow for exploration into composition and arranging for the various instruments associated with band.  No prior experience required.  This course will be offered every other year.  (2010-2011)

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Physical Education 9
(grade 9 required)   ½ credit 1 semester
During this course students will be engaged in learning more about their own personal fitness as well as experiencing new physical activities.  The idea is to teach basic concepts & skills in these activities so the student may be able to better select a physical activity that he/she would like to develop further. Some activities include but not limited to are:  personal physical fitness activities& assessments, weights, team building activities, flag football, soccer, lacrosse, archery, pickle-ball, dance, field hockey, sepak takraw, softball, etc…

Health 9
(grade 9 required)  ½ credit 1 semester
This is a course that deals with the three main areas of health:  Mental, Emotional, Physical, and Social Health.  During this course, students will gain the knowledge they need to know to become health literate, maintain &improve health, prevent & reduce health-related risk behaviors.  It stresses the importance of responsible decision-making in the process of distinguishing between healthy& risky behaviors.  Students are motivated to recognize their own goals, values, choices, and the role that health plays in their lives.  Units covered include:  mental &emotional health, stress/depression/suicide/grieving, first aid & CPR, nutrition & fitness, human growth & development/sexuality, &substance abuse.  

Physical Education 10
(grade 10 required)  ½ credit 1 semester
During this course, students will continue to improve or maintain their own personal fitness levels, as well as experience new physical activities.  Activities included but not limited to:  fitness/weight room activities, team building activities, racket sport activities, dance, basketball, floor hockey, flag football, Frisbee golf, volleyball, speedball, softball, team handball, lacrosse, etc…

Fitness for Life/BFS
(11-12)  ½ credit 1 semester
This course is based in the foundations of personal fitness. During this course you will learn that any body can develop a plan for a physically active lifestyle that you can use now and throughout your adult life.  You are about to start a journey during which you will learn about and experience personal fitness in a positive and successful way. Personal fitness is both obtainable and enjoyable.  It is as easy as ABC.  Any Body Can Be Fit!  Athletes will be able to continue with their specific sport workouts such as BFS during this course.  Be prepared to design & implement your very own personal fitness plan based on your personal needs. *This course takes on a “fitness center” type atmosphere AND there will be written work. *  

Lifetime & Team Sports
(11-12)  ½ credit 1 semester
This course will focus on traditional sport type activities such as but not limited to: golf, bowling, slow-pitch softball, flag football, broomball, basketball, volleyball, soccer/speedball, etc.

Outdoor Education
(11-12)  ½ credit 1 term
This course will introduce outdoor activities & skills including but not limited to:  survival huts, camping, cooking, building fishing poles, fly fishing, hiking, biking, orienteering, tying knots, boat safety, hunting safety, snowshoeing, cross country skiing, ice skating, horse shoes, archery, etc…  This course takes place outdoors therefore one must be ready to face the elements of the weather!
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Concepts In Agriculture
(9th grade only) 1 credit 1 semester
This course is designed for Freshmen who are interested in the agricultural industry, and are looking for a fun hands on course.  During this class students will be introduced into the many different aspects of agriculture.  Topics that will be discussed include:  horticulture, nursery and landscape, the small and large animal industry, natural resources, forestry, and wildlife management.  Most learning will be project based.  

Horticulture/Greenhouse Management
(10-12) 1 credit/1 semester   
This course is designed for students interested in the greenhouse plant areas of agriculture.  Topics that will be dealt with are: plant structures, management & growth, plant propagation techniques, tissue culture, hydroponics, bonsai & floral arrangement.  Students will learn the principles of running and maintaining a greenhouse, diseases common to greenhouse plants, and other operations of the greenhouse. No prerequisites

Wildlife/Natural Resources
(10-12)  1 credit 1 semester    
This course will cover topics in wildlife management, habitat, population role of protection, individual wildlife species, and employment and career opportunities.  This course will also include a unit on taxidermy and each student will be required to bring in a fish.  Natural resources, forestry, soil and water conservation will also be covered. No prerequisites

Carpentry/General Construction
(10-12)  1 credit 1 semester
Topics that will be covered in this course include many of the aspects of building in today’s modern household construction.  This course will cover careers, safety, blueprint reading, floor plans, large building projects, masonry, household wiring, plumbing, and interior finishing.  A $20.00 fee will be charged for general materials.  Students will purchase needed materials for individual projects.
No prerequisites

Landscape Design/Installation
(10-12)  1 credit1 semester
This course will cover all aspects of the fast growing career of landscape design.  Students will learn the principles of landscape design using two methods, manual designs and by using LANDCADD, a professional landscaping program.  Students will also spend some time installing some of their landscape design.  Students will also learn about the principles of landscape maintenance, including pruning and turf grass management. No prerequisites

Vet Science/Animal Care
(11-12)  1 credit 1 semester
IN this course students will study the care of a wide variety of animals, including companion animals and production animals.  Topics that will be included are: basic care, training, evaluation, diseases and nutrition.  Animals that will be covered include, dogs, cats, horses, cattle, and other companion animals. No prerequisites
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Applied Technology
(9-12)  1 credit 1 semester
This course, designed for freshmen, focuses on the broad field study of technology.  During the 18 weeks of study, the students will have the opportunity to develop problem solving skills in the four areas of technology: manufacturing, communications, power & energy, and transportation.  A variety of problem solving activities in addition to module work will be completed to foster the student’s problem teamwork skills.

CADD I
(10-12)  1 credit 1 semester
This course is designed to expose students to a variety of drafting (Computer Aided Design) techniques utilizing manual and computer aided equipment.  Emphasis will be placed on the design process with respect to technical, mechanical, and architectural design.  Students will have the opportunity to develop a set of plans for products a well as a residential home.  CADD I utilizes CADKEY and Chief Architect software as well as other supporting programs.  

CADD II
(11-12)  1 credit 1 semester
This course continues the study of CADD design with emphasis on advanced mechanical solids, product assemblies, residential plans and architectural models.  Students will have an opportunity to experience real-world activities through product development and residential design for customers within and outside the community.  This is a great way to see your ides become reality.  CADD II is centered on CADKEY and Chief Architect software as well as other supporting programs.  Prerequisites: C- or better in CADD I or teacher’s signature required. 

Multimedia/Web Page I
(10-12)  1 credit 1 semester
Students will develop appreciation for the role media plays a part in everyday life.  This course offers students the opportunity to pursue interests in media technology on an individual and group basis.  Emphasis will be placed on the creative process through a variety of challenging activities in the areas of video/audio production, desktop publishing, and web page design.  

Multimedia/Web Page II
(11-12)  1 credit 1 semester
This course is a continuation of Multimedia/Web Page I, concentrating on more advanced work in the digital media field.  Project work will include areas similar to those found in the previous course, but at a more in-depth level.  Prerequisites: C- or better in Multimedia/Web Page I or teacher’s signature required.  

Material and Processes I
(10-12)  1 credit 1 semester
Do you like making things with your hands?  When you see a block of wood can you see the object that it can become? Does saw dust behind your ears work for you? Then this is your class. This hands on class focuses on the study of woods manufacturing.  During the 18 weeks of study, you will have the opportunity to develop manufacturing skills as related to the field of woodworking. You will take raw materials and turn them into beautiful, fully functional objects. Course work consists of required projects to demonstrate machine and tool proficiency and also the opportunity to create student selected projects as well. A fee of $20 is charged for this course plus individual project material costs.  

Material and Process II
(11-12)  1 credit 1 semester
What do skyscrapers, automobiles, and ice fishing scoops all have in common?  They are all made from parts manufactured from metal. This class will study the manufacturing and fabrication of metal.  During the 18 weeks off this class, you will learn to select and use the right materials, tools, and machines to make useful objects. Both assigned projects and personally selected projects will be used to demonstrate your learned skills and knowledge. A fee of $20 is charged for this class plus individual project material costs.  Prerequisites: C or better in Materials and Process I or teacher’s signature required. 
 
Material and Process III
(grade 12)  1 credit 1 semester
Didn’t get enough TIG welding?  Want more lathe time? Have a large project that did not fit into a manufacturing class?  Here’s your opportunity to get it done while learning and having fun at the same time. Students taking M&P3 have the opportunity to contract individually with the instructor to build an in-depth project that did not fit within the scope of the previous two courses (M&P 1 or M&P2). Examples of student work for this class could include Dining Room Tables, Pool Tables, Ice Houses, ATV Towed Trailers, Shop Equipment and the like. A fee of $20 is charged for this class plus individual project material costs.  Prerequisites: B or better in Materials and Process II AND Teacher’s Signature Required.  Limited Numbers available.
  
Power, Energy, and Transportation
(10-12)  1 credit 1 semester
Ever wonder how a catapult really works?  Do want to control electricity?  Have an interest in small engines? This class focuses on the study of technology used to harness, control, and apply energy for useful purposes.  Safety, simple machines, complex machines, electricity, and heat engines will be the major topics of this course.  A variety of hands-on opportunities await you, as well as guest speakers and business tours.  A $20 fee will be charged for this course, plus individual project material costs.

Power II
(11-12)  1 credit 1 semester
Didn’t have enough power?  Then this class is for you. Rebuild a small engine.  Build a functioning radio.  Design hydraulic circuits. Students have the opportunity to contract with the instructor individually to expand their knowledge on topics from Power, Energy, & Transportation.  Rebuild a small engine.  Build a functioning radio.  Design hydraulic circuits.   A $20 fee will be charged for this course, plus individual project material costs.  Prerequisites: B or better in Power, Energy, & Transportation AND Teacher’s Signature Required.  Limited Numbers available.

Robotics & Automation
(11-12)  Independent Study 1 credit
Study the world of automation and robotics.  Design robotic systems.  Program automated systems.  Learn the techniques used by industry to control systems automatically.  A $20 fee will be charged for this course, plus individual project material costs. Prerequisites: Teacher’s Signature Required.  Limited Numbers available. 




Computer Design 
(11-12) Independent Study 1 credit
Want to learn how a computer works?  Interested in designing and building a computer from components? Learn the architecture and interface designs of computers.  Apply this knowledge with real world applications. Prerequisites: Teacher’s Signature Required.  Limited Numbers available.

Computer Programming
(11-12) Independent Study 1 credit
Do you know what a compiler is?  Interested in how to control computers and other integrated systems? Write code.  Create Programs.  Interface Hardware.  This course is designed to teach the world of computer control through the use of the programming interface.  Through this course you will use a variety of applications to manipulate the codes that actually provide the instructions for the computer to operate.  Some of the language options include: Basic, Visual Basic, C++, Java, GO.  Learn the language through the real world applications like interfacing machinery with computers or controlling robotics. Prerequisites: Teacher’s Signature Required.  Limited Numbers available.

Web Design
(11-12) Independent Study 1 Credit

Didn’t get enough web design in Multimedia 1 & 2.  Put those skills to work and push beyond your limits in a real world application by building and maintaining web pages.  Project work in this course is centered around the district’s own web site, and those of other non-profit organizations. Prerequisites: Teacher’s Signature Required.  Limited Numbers available. 
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Computer Seminar
(grade 10 required)  ½ credit 1 semester
This class is a required skinny offered opposite of Phy Ed 10.  Students will begin career exploration and planning while learning to work with Microsoft Office, Word, Excel, Access, and PowerPoint. Students will also be utilizing Wiscareers to facilitate the exploration process.

Accounting
(grade  11-12)  1 credit  1 semester
This course is a must for students declaring any business major in college—plus it is fully articulated with WITC (other colleges will also grant the credit—you just have to ask).  This course will provide an understanding of the accounting equations, the accounting cycle, entering transactions in journals, posting to ledgers, end-of-period statements and reports, payroll systems, banking activities, taxes, un-collectable accounts, depreciation, inventories, notes and interest.  Once the basics are understood, an automated accounting program will be used to enter transactions.  In addition, the school is working to create a partnership with H&R Block to offer tax services to students, and a bank to have a student run banking facility in the commons.  Students in this course will have the opportunity to work on both of  these projects!

Accounting II
(grade 12)  1 credit 1 semester
Students will work through the Accounting Cycle for a Corporation.  Students will also have an internship in the financial field through this course.  Completion of this course will earn the students 4 credit from WITC.  Teacher’s signature required.

Entrepreneurship
(grade  11-12)  1 credit 1 semester							
Do you want to be your own boss?  Do you want to earn cash while sitting in class?  Then the Entrepreneurship class was designed with you in mind.  The course will let YOU be in charge of how you learn the knowledge/skills necessary to start and operate a business.  Each student will also be given the opportunity to start a business in this course and keep the profits generated!  What other teacher pays you to take their class?   

School to Work
(grade 12)  1 credit 1 semester
Do you want to gain valuable work experience while attending school?  Do you want a better chance of getting a job in your CAREER after college?  Would like to get out of school 1 to 2 blocks a day during your senior year?  School to Work students are placed in career level positions based on their interests.  Positions can be paid or voluntary with students being released up to 2 blocks a semester or 1 block all year.  Sign up for this class to find out why our School to Work students are getting hired over other SCF students.  Teacher’s signature required.

Employability Skills- How to Get and Keep your First Job:  
(grade  9-11)  Independent Study   1 credit 1 semester
Are you currently looking for a job to earn some cash?  Let this class show you how to get and KEEP a job while earning a state certificate in employability skills (won’t that look good to an employer).  This independent class can be taken at a time when it is convenient for YOU!  Students enrolled in this course are guaranteed to find a job (after just 9 weeks of training) or Mrs. Crowley will hire them herself.  

Retail Management:  
(grade 11-12)  Independent Study   1 credit  1 semester
Do you have what it takes to make our School Store a profitable growing venture?  Do you want to gain experience as a manager and have other people working for you?  The retail management course is an independent course (with limited openings) in which you are responsible for overseeing the entire school store operation.  If you like the feel and homework of a traditional classroom—DO NOT TAKE THIS COURSE! (DECA membership will be required-don’t worry it doesn’t hurt a bit) Teacher’s signature required.

Fashion Merchandising:  
(grade 11-12)  Independent Study   1 credit  1 semester
How would you like to design the Senior Class shirts for next year?  Do you have any great ideas for school related apparel and designs?  In this independent course, students (again only limited spots available) will be responsible for designing and ordering ALL of the apparel for the school store.  Caution:  you may become a famous designer with your own label! (DECA membership will be required-just think of the number of autographs you can sign) Teacher’s signature required.
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Basic Family and Consumer Science
(9-12)  1 credit 1 semester
Technology and Nutrition – Learn to make sound nutritional decisions that will affect your quality of life now and in the future.  This class will cover all of the major food groups so you will be able to make healthy food choices that are necessary in this fast paced world.  In addition to this, you will earn necessary sanitation skills needed on the job.  You will also learn food budgeting and proper culinary techniques.  Introduction to Fabric Techniques – Take initiative, learn to follow written directions, understand and demonstrate the use of measurement as well as learning about the latest in sewing technology.  Find out about those unusual new fabrics!   Learn to care for your clothing by exploring laundry techniques and basic mending.  A $20 fee will be charged for this course.  Students will also be responsible for the cost of any personal materials used for individual projects.  

Child Development/ Parenting & Housing
(10-12)  1/2 credit  skinny 1 semester
Child Development, Parenting, and Family Relationships – 95% of you will become parents.  Take this class to prepare yourself for what is ahead in family and parenting relationships.  Each student will apply their parenting skill through the use of “Baby Think it Over” simulators.  These life-like models help teach about responsibility and care of an infant, child abuse, shaken baby syndrome, and the effects of drugs on infants.  This class also runs a simulated daycare as well as observing local child care businesses.  Explore the aging process and the world of the elderly.  

Culinary Management
(10-12)  1 credit 1 semester
You asked for it now…you’ve got it!!  A full semester of foods.  The food service industry is the fastest growing area in our economy.  Technology has changed the way in what we at.  Learn where food originated and gain skills necessary for advanced food preparation.  Units include: soups, pies, cake decorating, brads, sports nutrition, and diet related diseases.  Learn what it takes to run a successful food business.  Tour local eateries and food businesses.  Explore various cultures, costumes, and foods of foreign countries.  A $30 fee will be charged for this class.  Teacher’s signature required.  Prerequisite:  Basic FACE is required before taking this class.

Creative Sewing
(10-12)  1 credit 1 semester
Are you creative?  Do you want to learn how to make the latest in trends like knitted or crocheted scarves?  Then this is the class for you!  Students may choose their projects from a wide array of options including:  quilting, knitting, crocheting, latch hook rug making, counted cross stitch, embroidery, sewing, needlepoint, and scrap booking.  The sky is the limit!  Students will learn advanced skills that are needed to successfully complete these projects.  The latest in technology will be available for student use.  We will tour s local sewing factory and discuss related careers.  A community service project will be completed in this class.  Students will be responsible for the cost of personal materials used in this class.  Teacher’s signature required for this course.  Prerequisite:  Basic FACE is required before taking this class.  







Career and Life Skills
(grade 11 required)  ½ credit 1 term
Facing Life’s Challenges – Learn what is needed to find a job and keep it.  Tour some of our local businesses and what they are looking for in employees.  A variety of speakers will teach students abut their careers.  Compile your senior portfolios which includes a letter of application, resume, 2 letters of reference and more.  Learn basic banking skills, credit card usage, and how to manage a budget.  The student will be made aware of various types of insurance, renters, car, health, and life.  Learn what to look for when signing a lease.  Explore the stock market and be exposed to various tax forms.          AP History 
     (grades 11 &12) 1 credit / 4 terms (.25/term)
This is a general survey course of American History from colonial times through the Vietnam War.   The emphasis will be on historical concepts and what effect they had on the development of American History.  Knowledge of concepts and the ability to reinforce them with factual material will be an essential element of this course.  Independent reading of outside source material and the ability to   write logically and precisely will be expected.  This course will be presented and taught at the college level.  Successful completion of this course will give the student the option of testing for possible university credit.   Instructor:  Andrea Podpeskar, Barron High School (terms 1-2-3 & 4)  (Permanent grades /.5 credits in terms 2 & 4 only!)
						
       AP Statistics
     (grades 11&12) 1 credit / 4 terms  (.25/term)
This full-year course will be an intensive study of probability and statistics.  The course will be an asset to students entering business, marketing, mathematics and both the hard and soft sciences. Students will be exposed to the content needed for the College Board's AP exam in statistics given in the spring of the year. Successful completion of the exam (a score of 3 or more) can quality the student for college credits. The student is encouraged to review the College Board's web site for more detailed information about the AP Exams and to carefully review the AP Exam policies of the colleges of interest. Topics covered will include all areas covered in the exam. This course will utilize a variety of group and individual application projects in addition to the more customary discussion/practice format. Quizzes will be given at the end of each week or at appropriate times as indicated on the syllabus. The primary mode of instruction will be a lecture/discussion format. Regular assignments will be recommended and occasionally required for credit. In order to be successful in this course, regular attendance and participation is very important.

 AP Calculus
  (grades 11-12)  1 credit / 4 terms (.25 /term)
This course will continue the learning that students begin in Pre-Calculus, and prepare top math students for college.  Calculus is the study of the dynamic behavior of functions.  Multiple representation of the functions will be used including verbal, numerical, visual, and algebraic.  Topics include: limits, derivatives, integrals, sequences, and series.  Graphing calculators will be used extensively in this course.  Emphasis will be on communicating mathematically about the concepts of calculus.  Students will have the opportunity to take the AP Calculus Exam upon completion of the course.  Instructor:  Molly Olson, Prairie Farm High School.  (terms 1-2-3&4)  (Permanent grades / .5 credits in terms 2 & 4 only!)

     AP Psychology
   (grades 11-12)  1 credit / 4 terms (.25 / term)
This course will follow the guidelines set forth by the College Board Placement Program.  The purpose of this class is to introduce students to the systematic and scientific study of the behavior and mental process of human beings and other animals.  Students will be exposed to the psychological facts, principles, and phenomena associated with each of the major subfields within psychology.  They will also learn about the ethics and methods psychologists use in their science and practice.  Students will cover these topics and be assessed through exams, in class free writes, out of class written papers, and class discussion and participation, as well as other educational opportunities that may arise throughout the year.  At the culmination of the course, the AP Psychology Exam will be offered to all students who wish to take it.
