Materials needed every day:

(Failure to bring these to class would result in a pass or daily participation points being taken away)
I will supply all other art materials such as paper, paint, clay, etc.  in which students are available to check out from me to complete a project outside of school.  These will need to be returned to me immediately by the next class period or else participation points will be taken away and the student will no longer be able to check out materials.

Participation:  

Every student will be given a total of 5 passes (a.k.a. “art freebies”) per quarter in which they will be able to use as they please.  These may be used for restroom breaks, water drinks, borrowing materials from the teacher, behavior/participation points, or to add additional points to a project or quiz. Passes will be worth 3 points each.  If a student chooses to use all of their passes throughout the term but additional passes are needed, 3 points per additional pass will be taken off of their total participation points for the week.

The student’s final grade will be broken down into four different categories.
